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[image: ]Heavy Iron, Chemicals, Sodium Nitrate and other elemental contamination in drinking water is a new hazard that is turning into a disaster in the area. Because of acute air pollution due to heavy transportation and industrial activities, the areas under discussion in Odapada and Hindol blocks are also in the high-Risk Zone so far as Arial contamination are concerned and the consequent Climate induced disasters have added to the vulnerability of the people living in these areas. Rising floating population and urbanization in the area is creating resource deficit situation, the local population have to live with. Polluted water damages the soil, limiting agriculture activity for years. The lack of basic health infrastructure makes the life of the people more miserable. People are unable to reach the existing health facilities located at a distant in the block headquarters and the zonal locations because of poor communication facility in the region.




Out of all the Gram Panchayats in two the blocks, three Gram Panchayats namely Balaramprasad and Sadasivpur in Odapada Block and Kantimili of Hindol Block are worst hit areas in terms of sufferings by people due to renal and estrogenic diseases.
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Hardware activity: - Installation of water treatment plant cum vending station in both places and distribution of water @ Rs. 5/- per 20 Litter.

The Jal Jeevan Mission will be based on a community
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approach to water and will include extensive Information, Education and communication as a key component of the mission.

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[image: ]In the present day, every individual is vulnerable and is threatened by natural and manmade disasters, which is growing in number and variety. In other words, every individual is required to be aware and also have the minimum capacity to counter such a crisis. This implies that the entire population of a village forms a community and has to be involved in its safeguard, as the first response to the natural hazards comes from the immediate neighbourhood and spreads into the community, while the government and other organizations take some time to reach them.
The VDMP plan takes into account the status of the hazard history, vulnerability, infrastructure availability and institutional capacities. In accordance, it provides the procedures that may be implemented with immediate effect and subsequently upgrade as more resources become available and capacities of the stakeholders get built up. The immediate purpose is therefore to bring about the greater role clarity and coordination so that it gives the outline for mitigating future disasters.
The VDMP consists of operational context, preparedness, and response procedures which included the preparation of a Social Map, Resource Map, Vulnerability Map, Rescue and Rehabilitation Map, formation of Village Disaster Management Committee (VDMC) and Disaster Management Team. As of now, GSP has completed eighty VDMPs in 80 revenue villages of two districts in Odisha, i.e in Puri- Delang& Kanas Block- 43 Villages and in Nayagarh_ Ranpur Block-37 Villages have completed the process. Village Disaster Management Plan has been prepared for the villages by active participation of villagers, PRIs, WSHG members & Youths etc. The formation of Village Disaster management committee for each revenue village and nine Disaster management team ware approved in Gramsabha.

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[image: ]Collaboration with line departments and convergence with Govt. programs are the main objective of our programme to attain the betterment of community where WASH is aim to achieve all aspects of a healthier life. The project is being funded by Freshwater Action Network, South Asia which is a global network of people implementing and influencing water and sanitation policy and practice around the world. FAN works to improve water management by strengthening civil society to influence decision-making.
The village has a major issue which is lack of safe drinking Water and there are two tube wells in village. But they are not working properly in summer season and providing contaminated unhealthy water which is unsafe and not drinkable.
Although there are many projects for safe drinking water of rural peoples they are not aware of it and aren’t getting the benefits. A project called Jal Jeevan Mission which is being implemented throughout the state by RWSS but still they have no idea regarding this.

Under Swachh Bharat Mission-Gramin all the households who are under below poverty line had got latrine by the govt for free of cost. But those are not completed yet. Maximum numbers of Toilets has no tank. Large number people in the community are going for open defecation. This is because of some corrupted contractors who had taken responsibility of it and didn’t complete the work properly resulting to suffer common people’s lives.

Both Malkanagiri & Koraput has a majority of tribal peoples and there are women & Girl who are illiterate about hygiene practice and are not aware of using sanitary napkins which is not safe for their sexual health. There are many projects which are staying only on pen
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and papers and not reaching these under privileged tribal section. This needs to be focused and should be given topmost priority.

[image: ]We support the flagship programmes, by creating awareness in the community so that they can understand their need and the process to achieve it. After our intervention community identify the defunct water resource and gave their representation to their local representatives (Sarapanch, BDO, and Collector) collectively and are able to get result in right time. Also, we are putting our knowledge and expertise in community-based issues regarding WASH to advocate and lobby. In addition to that, GSP is contributing to menstrual hygiene management (MHM) in schools over recent years and the current momentum offers potential for even wider.

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[image: ]Mobilizing farmers into their collectives, as Farmer Producer Organisations, has emerged as the most preferred	institutional mechanism for farmer prosperity by policy makers and development agencies- lynchpin strategy for Doubling Farmers’ Income. Budget 2018 had slew of measures supporting FPOs including 5- year tax breaks. In Budget 2019, Government of India has announced setting up of 10,000 FPOs across the country in the coming 5 years. Under this Central scheme, the agriculture ministry will fund, handhold, train, ensure easy credit availability and provide other support to the FPCs to make them viable. The government will also provide them with technological interventions for better output and they will be able to have access to shared affordable resources


Objective: - To provide financial benefits to small & marginal farmers because they don’t have the volume of individually in terms of inputs and produce.
To minimize the long chain of intermediaries between the producer and consumer to avail the maximum part of the value that the ultimate consumer actually pays.
Through aggregation, the primary producers can avail the benefit of economies of scale.
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They will also have better bargaining power vis-à-vis the bulk buyers of produce and bulk suppliers of inputs. To maintain the transparency in the process of agriculture marketing, to ensure better income for the producers through an organisational set- up of their own.

[image: ]An adequate nutrition is one of the most important factors for influencing the growth and immunity power of the children. A balanced diet must contain the proper amount of protein, calcium, vitamins and fiber. Each of these nutrients plays a vital role in the overall growth and development of children.
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[image: ]Lack of nutrition can lead to a variety of diseases in children. Malnutrition is one of them. Basically in tribal areas, this type of diseases arises a lot. For this reason Gopabandhu Seva Parisad (GSP) started a project with the financial support of Jiv Daya Foundation (JDF), USA named as Pre-School Nutrition and education programme and this project will continue initially one-year. Under this scheme the organization will provide 150 ml. of milk daily to 227 children in the age group of six month to five years of age. The framework focuses on the most effective option of preventing and correcting malnourishment in children by provision of Milk.
JDF aims to support villages not only to ensure that children receive adequate daily nourishment through milk, but also to engage in the learning activities to impact their overall health and wellbeing.


The aim of this project is to reduce the malnutrition of the tribal children, because the people of the tribal areas were unable to provide nutritional food to their children. So the organization provided milk as a nutritious food to them.
Another goal of this project is to create interest among the children for the pre-school learning and encourage them towards the pre-school learning. It also aims to promote physical and mental development of the children.
On 6th October 2021, this nutrition program was launched by Gopabandhu Seva Parisad (GSP) and supported by Jiv Daya Foundation (JDF) at Pandripani Anganwadi Centre of Dandabadi Grampanchayat, Koraput district of Odisha. Pandripani village is a village under the Boipariguda block, of Koraput district. This village
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is situated near about 50 km away from Boipariguda block and it is a Hill-Top village. The population of Pandripani village consists of schedule cast and schedule tribes. The main source of income of the people is farming and collection & selling of forest produces.


[image: ]The villagers are deprived of all kinds of govt. facilities, because the village is so far from the district head-quarters as well as from the block head quarter. As it is a Maoist-infested area, government officers are afraid to come here.


So our organization planned this project to reduce malnutrition among the tribal children’s and providing milk to the children for their overall development. Five Anganwadi Centers where the Milk program is going on are as follows
Village- Pandripani,
GP- Dandabadi, Block- Boipariguda, Koraput-Children-59
Village- Nisnapakna,
GP- Mathpada, Boipariguda, Koraput, children-60

[bookmark: Emergency Hunger Alleviation Programme D][image: ]Emergency Hunger Alleviation Programme During Covid 19 pandemic situation
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[image: ]Ending of hunger requires more than just giving people a meal today. Addressing the root causes of hunger — primarily poverty — is just as important. As long as people don’t have the resources they need to put food on the table, hunger will continue. When disaster strikes, hunger often follows. Emergencies include natural disasters and disease outbreaks, or result from climate or economic conditions that slowly build to a breaking point such as food shortages, droughts, and conflict. These emergencies often have disastrous side effects including refugee crises and gender-based violence. Emergency situations can quickly go from bad to worse if the global community does not respond quickly enough to prevent starvation, poor health, and extreme poverty. With the support of Jiv Daya Foundation USA, GSP have been able to provide migrant labor workers and underprivileged families with essential ration kits that ensure their basic nutritional needs. The ration kit includes fifty kilo of rice (from JDF) two packets of Soya badi, two packets of Biscuits, two number of Soap, and one kilo Salt. (GSP) is providing contribution support to three hundred vulnerable families of Boipariguda block of Koraput district.
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[image: ]The Gopabandhu Seva Parisad is working in four Grampanchayats namely -Kathapada, Dasamantpur, Kolar, Majhiguda of Baipariguda block in Koraput district, Odisha. The area is hilly, widely scattered population, having very poor transport and communication facility. It

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[image: ]becomes very difficult to reach out people for any service or communicate. Most of the population is tribal who are very little educated and the influence of mass media is very limited. The People are daily wage earners and most of them are depending on natural resources. People leave their houses in the early morning to earn their livelihood. The Govt. health officials like – ANM, ASHA and Anganwadi worker, hardly visit and able to meet people due to the difficult terrain and poor infrastructure facility. The population is having very high level of malnutrition and poor health.
The GSP operational area is facing two most important health issue
i.e. Malnutrition among women and children, and very poor Immunisation of children and pregnant mothers. It is mainly because of poor awareness and lack of infrastructure. The other issues include sanitation, personal hygiene and clean drinking water. The health issues are largely interlined with poor livelihood support.
GSP in support with Vitamin Angels is working on distribution of Vitamin Supplements (six month-five years of age children are provided Vitamin-A supplements) & Albendazole tablets to the children in association with ANM, ASHA and Anganwadi worker because receiving bi-annual doses of vitamin-A in early childhood protects vision, immunity and supports physical developments & albendazole is an anti-parasitic ensures optimal absorption of nutrients. It provides this assistance to three hundred twenty two children in the targeted area. The actual impact can be seen as there is reduction in malnutrition and increased immunisation and protein rich food stuff to the children and pregnant mothers.
